OFFICIAL

The scope of this Assurance Review is 13 November 2013 to 24 March 2020.

PURPOSE

2.

This Assurance Review aims to assess the use of travel and travel-related expenses by
Senator Deborah O’Neill, Senator for New South Wales, during the period in scope for travel
to, from and within Tasmania, and to and from Cairns.

BACKGROUND

3.

Media monitoring on 23 August 2020 identified an article published by The Sunday
Telegraph, The Sauce: Senator O’Neill’s Tassie trips questioned (Attachment 1). The article
reported that Senator O’Neill had travelled to Tasmania seven times and had repeatedly
limited her travel allowance claims to parts of those trips.

Senator O’Neill has investment properties in both Tasmania and Cairns listed on the Current
Register of Senators' Interests 46th Parliament (Attachment 2).

On 24 August 2020, in accordance with IPEA’s protocol, Dealing with Allegations of Misuse of
Parliamentary Work Expenses (‘the Protocol’), a Preliminary Assessment of travel and travel-
related expenses incurred by the Senator in relation to her travel to, from and within
Tasmania, and to and from Cairns commenced. The Preliminary Assessment found that
parliamentary business resources were accessed by Senator O’Neill.

On 13 October 2020, in accordance with the Protocol, the decision was made to progress the
matter to an Assurance Review. Through the course of the Assurance Review, IPEA assessed
16 itineraries under two frameworks.

LEGISLATIVE FRAMEWORK

Obligations

From 1 January 2018 the principles-based legislative framework applying from imposes a
number of obligations on parliamentarians in relation to their use of public resources. In
summary, parliamentarians are personally responsible and accountable for their use of
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public resources. They must be prepared to publicly justify their use of public resources for
conducting their parliamentary business, and must act ethically and in good faith in using,
and accounting for the use of, those resources. Specifically, a parliamentarian must not
claim public resources unless they are claimed for the dominant purpose of conducting their
parliamentary business.

Definitions

“Parliamentary business” has the meaning given by section 6 of the PBR Act. Activities that
fall within the four duty streams of parliamentary business are set out in the Parliamentary

Business Determination as “parliamentary duties”, “electorate duties”, “party political
duties”, and “official duties”.

ANALYSIS

9. IPEA assessed 16 itineraries for the period in scope to determine whether each was

consistent with the legislative framework at the time of travel.

10. Seven of these itineraries were for travel undertaken during the period 13 November 2013
to 31 December 2017 and were assessed to determine their compliance with the PE Act
(itineraries 1-7 as per Attachment 3).

11. Nine of these itineraries were for travel undertaken during the period 1 January 2018 to

23 March 2020 and were assessed to determine their compliance with the PBR Act

(itineraries 8-16 as per Attachment 4).

Chronology of Engagement

12. During the Assurance Review IPEA engaged with Senator O’Neill on a number of occasions to

obtain information in relation to the itineraries being assessed. The details of this

engagement is provided in the following table.

IPEA assessed seven itineraries for the period 13 November 2013 to 31 December 2017, to
determine consistency with the legislative framework (particularly the PE Act) in force at the
time of travel (itineraries 1-7 as per Attachment 3).

On 13 April 2021 and 28 June 2021 Senator O’Neill provided details of the purpose of her
travel and supporting documentation for itineraries 1-7.

In relation to itinerary 1, assessment of the information available to IPEA, including
Senator O’Neill’s responses, indicated that the Senator had travelled to Tasmania for
personal reasons and then conducted certain activities in Tasmania as her capacity as a
Senator prior to departing.

On 24 November 2021 IPEA advised Senator O’Neill of its assessment of itinerary 1 under
the relevant legislative framework. IPEA put to the Senator that she may wish to consider
repaying the travel resources accessed in relation to that itinerary, to avoid any perception
that she received a personal benefit (Attachment 10).

On 16 December 2021 Senator O’Neill confirmed that she had paid for parts of itinerary 1
personally. The Senator stated that if she was in breach of rules and IPEA determined
repayment of parliamentary business resources was required, she would “promptly do so on
receipt of such a request.” (Attachment 11).

On 23 December 2021, IPEA advised Senator O’Neill again of the legislative framework
applicable to itinerary 1. IPEA stated that if assessed under the current principles-based
framework introduced on 1 January 2018, the dominant purpose of the Senator’s travel to
and from Tasmania would not be considered parliamentary business. IPEA reissued its offer
to raise an invoice for the voluntary repayment of itinerary 1 (Attachment 12). No response
was received from Senator O’Neill.

As the obligations imposed upon parliamentarians by the PBR Act did not apply, there is
nothing in the information available to IPEA that could allow it to conclude that the use of
travel-related resources for itinerary 1 was not consistent with the legislative framework in
force at the time of travel.

Following assessment of all information available to IPEA, including Senator O’Neill’s
responses and supporting documentation, IPEA assessed itineraries 1-7 as not being
inconsistent with the relevant legislative framework.

This assessment highlights the complex nature of the PE Act, and the outcome reinforces the
importance of the move to a principles-based framework.

Assessment of travel expenses — post 1 January 2018

IPEA assessed seven itineraries (itineraries 8-16) for the period 1 January 2018 to
24 March 2020, to determine consistency with the principles-based legislative framework in
force at the time of travel (itineraries 8-16 as per Attachment 4).

Over the course of the engagement with Senator O’Neill, from 24 February 2021 to

23 December 2021, IPEA requested further information about the nature of the Senator’s
parliamentary business for itineraries 8-16. The need for documentation to support claims
about “last minute” allocation of parliamentary duties and dominant purpose was
emphasised to the Senator.
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24. Senator O’Neill provided a number of responses and supporting documentation to IPEA
detailing the dominant purpose and nature of her parliamentary business for itineraries 8-
16.

25. IPEA notes that under the principles-based legislative framework, parliamentarians “must be
prepared to justify publicly their use of public resources for conducting their parliamentary
business” (section 25(3), PBR Act).

26. Following assessment of all information available to IPEA, including Senator O’Neill’s
responses and supporting documentation, IPEA assessed itineraries 8-16 as not being
inconsistent with the principles-based legislative framework.

CONCLUSION
27. On the basis of Senator O’Neill’s responses, IPEA is satisfied:

e Itineraries 1-7 were not inconsistent with the legislative framework in force at the time
of travel.

e Itineraries 8-16 were not inconsistent with the principles-based legislative framework in
force at the time of travel.

28. IPEA notes that Senator O’Neill has not undertaken similar travel since March 2020. IPEA has
also written to Senator O’Neill to her to encourage her to seek advice if she finds herself in
similar circumstances in the future.

According to a flight log sent to The Sauce last week, the Central
Coast backbencher has travelled to the Apple Isle on seven occasions
in the past two years.

On June 12, 2018, O'Neill charged taxpayers $2440.36 to fly from
Burnie to Perth, but nothing for the trip to Burnie.

MORE SAUCE:



The following month, O’Neill charged taxpayers to fly from
Melbourne to Burnie, and for the flight back to Sydney, but did not
claim travel allowance for the eight nights away.

In May last year, O’Neill charged taxpayers $963.14 for a flight from
Burnie to Canberra, but not the first flight to Burnie.

On November 3, taxpayers were charged $2882.46 for a flight from
Sydney to Melbourne and Melbourne to Burnie, with travel allowance
claimed for two nights.

In January this year, O’Neill again charged taxpayers $1914 to fly
from Burnie to Sydney via Melbourne — but again did not charge for
the flight to Burnie. O’Neill then flew to Sydney for one night —
claiming travel allowance — before flying back to Burnie at taxpayer
expense.

Eight days were spent in Burnie — which were not claimed for — but
taxpayers were charged for the flight back to Sydney.

In March, taxpayers are again charged $347.05 for a flight from
Canberra to Launceston via Melbourne — but no return flight or travel
allowance is claimed.

O’Neill’s camp, who sent links to work duties for each of the trips,
explained that the Senator was only claiming for the portion of the
trips that were strictly “work duties”.

When she went on leave, she covered the cost of her own flights and
accommodation.

Her duties included attending various Senate hearings in Tasmania
relating to Newstart, Robodebt and education, as well as attending
meetings in Melbourne.

“Senator O’Neill only accesses work expenses in line with the
framework governed by the independent Parliamentary Expenses
Authority (IPEA),” her office said in a statement.

Thank you for your letter of 16 December 2021 in relation to the Assurance Review of your
Commonwealth-funded travel to and within Tasmania, and to and from Cairns, during the period
13 November 2013 to 8 November 2020. Upon reviewing the information you have provided, the
Independent Parliamentary Expenses Authority (IPEA) considers matters pertaining to

Itineraries 8, 9, 10, 12 and 15 finalised.

In relation to Itinerary 1, and as advised in our letter of 24 November 2021, the obligations imposed
upon parliamentarians by the Parliamentary Business Resources Act 2017 (the PBR Act) did not
apply at the time of your travel in 2014.

As the PBR Act did not apply at the time, IPEA has not assessed whether or not you are required to
repay costs in respect of this travel. However, we note that the principles-based framework
introduced on 1 January 2018 provides that parliamentarians may not claim work expenses unless
the dominant purpose of their use is parliamentary business. You had advised IPEA that you
travelled to Tasmania for personal reasons. Under the current legislation, the dominant purpose of
your travel to Tasmania and return was not parliamentary business and you would be personally
responsible to meet the cost for your travel.

Should you wish to make a voluntary repayment, the cost of a Burnie — Sydney airfare at that time,
inclusive of GST, was $772.77. Please advise if you wish to make this voluntary repayment and | will

arrange for an invoice to be raised.
